*Tolerance=the capacity to endure pain and hardships;sympathy for

or indulgence for beliefs or practices differing from from or 

conflicting with one's own; allowable deviation from one's beliefs.

*Toleration=a government policy of permitting forms of religious

belief and worship.

Did Yah(God) allow his people Israel to practice tolerance when he

established them as a nation in the land of Canaan? Even though

there was a mixed multitude among them, who no doubt had various

religious beliefs and customs,Yahowah God gave 'one law' and one

'manner of life' to Israel and the strangers dwelling among them.

"One law shall be to him that is homeborn, and unto the stranger

that is among you." Leviticus 12:49

"And if a stranger sojourn with you, or whosoever be among you in 

your generations, and will offer an offering by fire,of a sweet savour 

unto the LORD, as you do,so shall he do.

One ordinance shall be both for you of the congregation and also for 

the stranger that sojourns with you, and ordinance forever in your 

generations;as you are,so shall the stranger be before the LORD. 

One law and one manner shall be for you, and for the stranger that 

sojourns with you." Numbers 15:14-16

facilitating Christian worship."
